
THIRD-P ARTY COST -SHARING AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE NORWEGIAN MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS AND

THE UNlTED NATIONS DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME

WHEREAS the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and the Norwegian Ministry of
Foreign Affairs (MFA) have agreed to cooperate in the implementation of "Support to Civic Education"
(the Project) set out in the Agreed Project Summary in Annex 1in Angola,

WHEREAS UNDP and MF A concluded a Framework Agreement on 2 December 2003 (the Framework
Agreement) setting out the general arrangements for receipt and use of resources from MF A,

WHEREAS MFA hereby agrees to contribute funds to UNDP on a cost-sharing basis for the
implementation of the Project,

WHEREAS it is understood that MFA shall not be member of the project board of the Project (role of
which is specified in the Project Document) nor participate in the implementation of the Project or have
any responsibility in connection with the implementation ofthe Project,

WHEREAS UNDP is prepared to receive and administer the contribution for the implementation of the
Project, on the terms conditions set out herein, in particular the condition set out in the previous paragraph,

WHEREAS the Government of Angola has been duly informed ofthe contribution ofMFA to the Project,

WHEREAS UNDP shall designate an Implementing Partner for the implementation of the Project (the
Implementing Partner),

NOW THEREFORE UNDP and MF A hereby agree as follows:

Article I
Scope and Objective

1. This Agreement together with the Framework Agreement sets forth the terms and procedures for
MFA's contribution to the Project in the period 2006 - 2008. (Project Period) which is summarized in
Annex I to this Agreement and more fully described in the Project Document "Support to Civic
Education" dated 10 December 2006

2. The Goal ofthe Project is: Fostering democratic govemance.

3. The Purpose ofthe Project is to ensure greater promotion ofpro-poor growth, human rights, good
govemance and decentralization in accordance with intemational norms by strengthening national
capacities at alllevels and empowering citizens and increasing their participation in decision-making
processes.

Article 11
The Contribution

1. MFA shall, subject to Parliamentary appropriation and on the terms and conditions set forth in this
Agreement, and Article 11,Paragraph 5 of the Framework Agreement in accordance with the schedule
of payments set out below, contribute to UNDP an amount not exceeding NOK 5 000 000 (Norwegian
kroner five million) (the contribution) to be used exclusively to finance the Project and cover the costs
referred to in Article VI, paragraph 1 covering the period 2006 - 2007. The contributionshall be
deposited in Den Norske Bank, UNDP Contributions Account #7001-02-43287, Kirkegt 21, Oslo 1,
Norway:
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
